Notice of Sailing Event

The 5th annual Bay-to-Bay event will be held on May 17th, 2003. All interested 505 sailors are invited to join in the fun.  This is a one-day, 25-mile distance event from the Mission Bay channel entrance around Point Loma to Shelter Island in San Diego Bay via the Coronado Bay Bridge. Racers will finish with a Transpac-style greeting and luau on the beach of Shelter Island complete with bbq dinner and beverages.

This event will be governed by the International Regulations for Preventing Collisions at Sea, the Racing Rules of Sailing: 2001- 2004 of the International Sailing Federation, the Prescriptions of US SAILING; the Rules of Int. 505 Class Association, the American Section Supplemental Rules, and by the Sailing Instructions (In the event of a conflict in rules, the complete whim of last year’s first finisher will override).

Course:  See the course chart at the end of this Notice. Start between the end of the South Mission Bay Jetty and the Mission Bay Entrance Buoy. Round San Diego Harbor Buoy #3 to Port. Round tower #19 of the Coronado Bay Bridge to Port. Finish by leaving the navigational dolphin directly off the SW end of Shelter Island to Starboard. Beware of kelp and fishing boats off Point Loma, cruise ships and freighters and warships in the SD Bay Channel, unmarked fish sanctuaries near North Island, and victims of the recession under the Bay Bridge. Bring enough water and food for at least 6 hours (just in case). Other than that, it’s a piece of cake.

Measurement: All boats must resemble a 505. 

Awards:  Two perpetual awards will be made, First to Finish – the venerable Cupboard Door currently held by the verminous Team Weasel, and the Tail End Charlie currently defended by Carte Blanche.  In addition there is the record time to beat of 3h:48m:15s, set in 2002 by Team Weasel, and a beautiful plaque commemorating the record time donated in the time-honored Roy Disney tradition by Dan Merino.  Awards will be handed out for top places in the Classic and regular divisions. Other divisions may be designated for special awards at the Luau as VooDoo punch is consumed. Driver and crew of all pre-registered boats will receive very swanky mementos. Pre-registration deadline is May 3, 2003.

Safety:
 Note that this is not a race sponsored by any organizing authority. All participants are responsible for the safety of themselves, their crew, driver, and shore support team,and are responsible for any damage to their boat. The decision to sail is the responsibility of the participants based on weather and sea conditions, sea worthiness of the boat, and their own skill.  All sailors must wear a PFD at all times while sailing, and all boats must be equipped with all legally required safety gear. A flashlight, towline, and compass are all strongly recommended. Life rings, rescue slings, bolt-cutters, MOB buoys, life-lines, jack-lines, Sextant, VHF, SSB, Weatherfax, survival suits and EPIRBS are all optional.

Registration:  A fee of $25 per boat will be charged to cover dinner and refreshments at the Luau, bragging rights, hangover, and gas for the escort boat. Fee is payable the morning of the event. Pre-register before May 3, 2003 to receive an event memento by sending an email to housing@sandiego505.com with names of driver and crew.
